Appolds
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The Mumma's Ford Bridge is a large two span-through steel truss
bridge of Pratt design which spans the Monocacy River. It is a
single lane bridge, seventeen feet wide and two hundred and twenty
feet in length set on cement abutments. A latticework railing
extends along either side of the bridge. A name plate on the
east side indicates that the bridge was "Built by York Bridge
Company, 1911."

Iron truss bridges were the most popular form of bridge construc-
tion in Frederick County, Maryland between the 1870's and 1930's.
The Mumma Ford Road Bridge is one of at least twelve bridges built
by the York Bridge Company of York, Pennsylvania for the county in
the early part of the 1900's.

According to Polk's York City Directory, the York Bridge Company
was most active between the years 1902 and 1817, advertising as
"Bridge builders, iron and steel structural work, etc." By 1917,
the company had changed its name to the York Bridge & Construction
Company.

The Mumma Ford Bridge is a large two span through truss steel bridge
of Pratt design which spans the Monocacy River on Mumma's Ford Road
near Appolds, Maryland.

The single lane bridge which is set on cement abutments is approxi-
mately seventeen feet wide and two hundred twenty feet in length. The
wood plank floor has been replaced and the joints are secured with
pinned connections. A Tlatticework railing extends along either side
of the bridge. A name plate on the east side states, "Built by York
Bridge Company, 1911. The bridge is being subjected to a great deal
of rust and should be painted.
