#101 is a 2-1/2 story detached frame house, two wide bays in width and two
in depth with a 2-1/2 story, frame "L" shaped wing, two narrow bays wide and
approximately three in depth with a side balcony. The house is covered by clap-
boarding. A simple front entrance occupies the left (W) bay with a four panel
door now partly in glass. All house windows are of small 6/6 sash. The front
and wing section both have moderate slope "A" frame roofs covered by lozenge-
shaped asbestos-type tiles on the front section and metal on the wing. A
small enclosed chimney rises at the left gable. The house sets on a rather high
fieldstone foundation.
