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DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

This is a 2-1/2 story brick building detached on the right side except for 
a one story fill-in building on the right. It is three narrow bays wide and three 
wide bays deep with a two story brick "L" shaped wing being two bays square with 
a side balcony. Brickwork is in unpainted conunon bond. The entrance occupies the 
right bay with a door of four panels and a fan-shaped light in the top section and 
with an overlight above. Front windows are of 1/1 sash with two row header segment­
al arches and decorated with <lentils in the infills as over the doorway. Rear win­
dows are of 1/1 sash with two row header brick segmental arches. The attic is 
lighted by two-six pane sashes with two row header segmental arches--unusual for a 
gable. The front section has a steep slope "A" frame slate roof restin~ on a two 
string brick cornice at least on the front. There are enclosed chimneys rising from 
each gable. The wing has a metal shed roof. 

The fill-in building on the right side is a one story, frame side extension. 
This is one bay wide and two bays long and has a large pane shop window and door 
with panels. At the roofline is a boxed moulded cornice with <lentils and fluted 
carved end brackets. This former shop is now used as added residential space for 
#321 and is one of the several small fill-in shop buildings later used as residenc~~ 
on W. Patrick Street. 
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This building, with touches of Federal styling, blends with its tall neighbor, 
1/317-319.
