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#127 is a large, 2-1/2 story frame house detached on the right (E) side.
It is three bays wide, two bays in depth with a two story, frame, "L" shaped wing
with the first story of brick, five bays in depth, two wide and with a side balcony.
The house is now sheathed in asbestos siding.

The simple front entrance occupies the left bay with a newer door. All house
windows remain with 6/6 sash and the attic is lighted by a six pane window in the
right gable.

The front section has a steep sloped, "A" frame roof of asphalt shingles and
a wide enclosed chimney rises from the left sidewall.

The house rests on a low fieldstone foundation.
