Asher Glade School is a one-st OFy, one by three bay frame schoolhouse.
It has a gable-end facade and rests on a low coursed stone foundation with
raised joints.

The exterior walls are German siding with cornerboards, painted white.
There are three windows each on the SE & NW sides; these are 4/4 sash and
have plain board surrounds. The gable roof has corrugated metal covering.
The facade has a poured concrete stoop which runs the length of the facade.
The entrance door has five horizontal panels.

The interior consists of one room. A chair rail runs above the level
of the window sills. The wainscoting below the chair rail is of narrow
beaded boards, placed Vvertically. Above the chair rail, the walls are
covered with horizontally placed boards, painted white. The school is
unfurnished and is used for storage.

to the Board of Commissioners of Public Schools of Allegany County
Maryland (AL DB 28/521), date 11/28/1868. It may have been around this
time that the present building was erected.
