The house rests on a cut stone foundation and is covered with white 
asbestos shingle over German siding. All windows are 2x2 sash and have 
cornices and plain board surrounds. The attic window in the NW gable end is 
a one-pane diamond with a plain board surround. The roof is standing seam 
metal, painted red. 

The house has 3 flues: one exterior brick flue on the NW gable end, one 
interior brick flue on the SE gable end, and one interior brick flue on the 
gable end of the T (SW elevation). The porch is supported by 4 turned posts
