The house at 927 Second Avenue does not appear to meet the National
Register Criteria for individual 1listing or for district
nomination. The frame farmhouse appears to date to the turn-of-the
century and exhibits Victorian details. It has undergone some
exterior and interior alteration, but remains 1largely intact.
However, better examples of modest Victorian farmhouses remain
throughout the County. The property is not known to be associated
with any event or persons significant in history. It is located
well outside the Friendsville Historic District. Although the
boundaries have not been fully defined for that district, the house
at 927 Second Avenue does appear to be separated from the
concentration of historic residences and commercial structures by
considerable distance, Bear Creek and a recent apartment complex.
