A modern shed-roofed addition covers the north side, 

The auxiliary house stands about 20 feet north of the main dwelling. 
Th~ true l~ story building presents two bays on each elevation. A porch 
shelters the east facade. Entrances appear on the south and east elevations. 
6/6 windows light the German-sided building. An exterior brick stove-flue 
chimney appears at the west end.
