The William Railey Farm is located on the east side of Bumblebee 
Road, about a mile northeast of Deep Creek Lake. The house is set back 
from the road and is backed by fields. The farm includes a house, barn, 
and several outbuildings. 

The house is a two-story, gable-roofed, ell-plan dwelling, with a 
three-bay, center-door facade. The facade points west. The facade door 
is covered by a one-story, gable-roofed porch and the ell is filled 
with a shed-roofed addition. 

The house rests on a coursed stone foundation and is covered with 
asbestos shingles. The windows are modern 1/1 sash with plain board 
surrounds. The roof is covered with diamond-shaped asphalt shingles. 

The house has two interior brick stove chimneys at the south and 
east gable ends. The porch roof is covered with asphalt shingles and 
is supported by wrought iron posts. The interior arrangement of the 
house is unknown. 

Southeast of the house are two gable-roofed outbuildings, both 
covered with German siding. Northeast are a shed-roofed outbuilding and 
a corncrib. East of the house is a frame barn.
