DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

300 Bourbon Street is a two and a half story three bay wide frame 
dwelling-covered with German siding on a low stone foundation. The 
house (c.18~5), an L-Shaped flat front Gothic Revival Cottage with 
a steep center gable faces north on Bourbon St., at the corner of 
Market St., a block west of the Susquehanna River. A one story shed 
addition joins the rear of the main section. The entire stru~ure 
is covered with German siding and painted white with cherry red trim. 

A three bay porch with a shed roof supported by building pillars and a 
fence railing extends across the front and a shed roof porch with 
turned posts and a rose trellis across it is on the elevation of the 
ell. 

Windows are spaced unevenly on the front elevation. The first floor 
has two 2/2 light double hung sash windows, which aBe divided by a 
wide muntin and have slightly pedimented enframements. The second 
floor windows have 2/2 light sash and slightly arched pedimented 
enframements, consistent with the windows on the rest of the 
building. The front and side attic gable windows are the same. 

The main entrance is in the west bay, front elevation. The door 
has a large oval of beveled glass inthe center. Above the door is ~ 
two light transom. 

All of the roofs, including the porch, are shingled with asphalt. The 
main section has a steep L-shpaed cross gable roof, with a brick 
chimney on the south end of the ell. The one s~ory wing has a low 
gable roof with the ridge perpendicular to the street. 

The house has a generously planted garden on the rear and east side.

The Williams House (HA-1150} and the Keene House (HA-1151) next 
door to it are Carpenter Gothic cottages with tall lighted center 
gables. Believed - to have been built by the same person in the 
late 19th century, the houses represent the persistence and popularity 
of the Gothic Revival style in Havre de Grace in modest do-
mestic architecture. Both houses are three bays wide , two 
and a half stories high, and have ells on the rear. The houses 
are not , however, iJ(dentical. The Williams House is covered with 
German siding, has wide board window and door enframements on the 
first two stories and pointed arch windows in the front and side 
attic gables. In contrast, the Keene House is covered with clap­
boards, the window and door openings have slightly pedimented 
enframents on all stories. Neither of the houses,have, as do so 
many in Havre de Grace, Eastlake ornamentation. 
The neighborhood, just west of the Susquehanna River, in which 
these houses are located is remarkably homogeneous in appearance. 
All of the buildings are frame and they are similar in size , scale 
and style;most of them date from the last quarter of the 19th century.
