(c. 1890 1 s) with a livery stable behind it. In the early and mid twentieth 
century the town,on the water having a race track, and bejng served by two 
railroads and a double decker automobile bridge was a popular place for 
traverlers. Breaking a journey for a meal or the night in a town was the 
custom until the advent of super highways and motels.

DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

The Hecht Hotel is a two and ahalf story five bay wide frame building on an ashlar 
granite foundation. A large two story ell is on the rear. Constructed as a hotel 
in the mid 1890 1 s the building is used as apartments. The walls are covered with 
grey asbestos shingles. The structure faces south on the corner of Green and I/. 
Stokes St. 

An above grade three bay porch extends across the front of the building. The 
porch has a low hipped roof with a narrow molded cornice supported by tapered 
columns and a fence rail balustrade. An enclosed two story porch is on the 
east elevation, and a hood supported by fan-shaped brackets shelters the entra~ce 
on the south bay, first story of the ell. 

Windows are spaced unevenly on the front elevation. Throughout the building, they 
have 1/1 light double hung sash. Two three part one story bay additions are on the 
front elevation, a slightly advanced bay on the east side, and a rectangular bay 

which projects from the center of the second story. Several transoms on the main 
section hold stained glass. Above the window in the second bay front elevation is 
a large one light transom filled with stained glass; a banner in the upper half 
of it is incribed with the name of the hotel. Similar transoms with stained glass, 
but no name in them are found in the west bay, first floor front elevation and i~ the 
enclosed porch on the east elevation. 

The main entrance is in the center bay, front elevation. The door has glass in the 
upper half and is framed by sidelights to the level of the door glass; the long 
transom above it has stained glass at each end. A p~ir of half-glass doors, having 
stained glass transom above them, are in the west bay, front elevation. Other 
entrances are found at the sides and rear of the structure. 

The main section is covered by an asphalt shingled gable flank roof. A plain box 
cornice extends completely around the gable ends forming a closed pediment around 
the two attic windows. 

Two chimneys are on the main section roof, -3.n interior end chimney is on the west 
end of the ridge, and a large multi-flue chimney is onthe south side at the east 
elevation. 

outbuildings: None are extant. Formerly a large livery stable stood at the rear 
of the hotel. 

Interio~: The building has a center hall plan with a large room on either side 
of it.

Built as a hotel in the 1890's, the Hecht Hotel profited 
from the many means of transport serving Havre de Grace, partic­
ularly the Pennsylvania Railroad, whose station was located near 
by. In the 1920's a double decker automobile bridge opened across 
the Susquehanna River, bringing with it break of journey traffic 
and business; the Havre de Grace Race Track also attracted people 
to the town's hotels. However, old time residents of Havre de 
Grace remember the hotel most for its livery stable and restaurant.
