The house, outbuildings and cemetery associated with the Baker family were once a 
single parcel of land. However, as is typical of an area which is changing from farming 
to suburban development, the subdivision of the property has occurred in a way that has 
destroyed the cohesiveness of the former Baker holdings. Most of the remaining houses 
were built in 1949 and 1950. Although these single family dwellings appear to 
demonstrate a single builder, and are examples of the FHA's minimal modem house, 
together and individually they lack the architectural qualities which would make them 
eligible under Criterion C. 

Based on the information provided, it is therefore the Trust's opinion that the 
reconstruction of the I-95/MD 22 Interchange will have no effect on historic properties 
eligible for or listed in the National Register of Historic Places, including archeological 
sites and standing structures.
