'::'he ~ain h::mse (.r..::..-766) on the Constci.nt Friendship :=arm faces west 3l1d is locate.d 
on a 11ill with a magnificent vie·,1 of the W'loded valley belo·,;. "':'he house itself, a 
frame mansion, is beyond help :10·,;, having been allowed to deterior-ate for several dec­
ades .'3Jld being com~letely ~uttad by a fire on December 26, 1974. T'ne house consits of 
two, possibly 3 main sections with a small twentieth century addition on the north east 
end. It is a beveled frrw• constructed onto low, rabble s!:one founda'::ions. It has a 
slate roof. Section 1 of this house is four bays long. It has a co~beled brick fire­
place at each end. ;;. t!1rough hal:::.. now leads to section b:o. The open stain.ray had had 
lo· . .; risers ' .. ri.th no visible trim. .:.. half rail runs the length of the st3.ir. A cellar 
entrance is located in t!1e base of the stairway. I'he princiDle entrance, located on the 
south side, ho.d had a tra:isom, probably of four l:L;hts, judging by the size of the 
fr3.!lle. An old box lock w&s seen on the floor ,;here the d:nr snould have bee!l. 'I'he 
crQ~bling elegance of this old house can be seen in the delicately moulded chair rails 
and the remnants of beautiful old wall paper. Shutters were ~resent on this section at 
one time. Remaining windows are six li_g;i1ts over six. ;}wo smaller at tice window flank 
chimneys at each gable end. A two nanel door on the eq st facade is fla.'1ked by side 
lights of four nanes. 

A porch may have been present on the south facade at one time. A Flggstone , 
is laid out in front of the door and steps lead down the hill. 

Section 2 is six oays long; the 3 bay part that is flush with section l was pro­
b9.bly added first, and later expanded to the 5 bays present. This section, is two 
stories with higher ceilings than the first se:::tion. An entrance on the northwest bay 
of this section is in line with the through hall of section 1. There are probably 
three fireplaces in this entire section; two chimneys are present, the position of one 
seeming to indicate its use by 2 fireplaces built back to bg_ck. 

Log Smokehouse HA-767 

The actual co!lstraction of this log smokehouse is sturdy-its interlocking log 
fr~me is nlastered and chinked with stone. The slate roof of this build"_ng has fallen 
in, t'.'lough, due to its weakening by extreme vine gro.,,-th. This structure is ap-::iroxi­
matelv 3-10 feet square, one story, and it is built onto 3-4 feet high rubble stone 
found~tions. A door is located on the south facade. 

Log Dwelling HA-768 

This dwelling is located north east of the main house. It faces south and con­
sists of two sections. 

Section 1 is of interlocking log frame. It is one story high, two bays by one. 
It is built onto low, rubble stone foundation. It has a slate, gable flank roof with 
a brick chimney on the east inside end. The only entrance in this section is on 
soath east bay. A wood plank door is present. windows at the ground level are si..-.. 
lia-hts over six. I'wo attic windo'tJS are present on the west gable end• '.!:'hese are caae­
me~t windows of six lights. Gable ends at the attic elevation, are covered with be.;:e-
veled board.

• STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE 

The tract, Constant Friendship, was originally owned by Col. r::'homas ';/hite, an 
extensive land holder in Harford Co'.lnty. The patented this property in 1761. Between 
the>t time and 1790, the tract fell into the hands of '.villiam Hall, probably a nephew 
o:'. CoL ,'hite, w::i.ose wife was Sophia Hall. In 1790, ',-Jilliam Hall built the dwelling 
house on the Constant Friendship Farm. The 1814 tax list shows that '.ViEiam !fall owned 
1126 acres on which stood the two story frame dwelling, as well as eight out buildings, 
a saw mill, and a grist mill. The property remained in the ha~ds of the Hall family 
u--,~ il 1948 when the trustees of the estate of Caroline Hall Brotunel sold the lands to 
settle an equity case which involved her heirs. T~is had been a properous dairy and 
cattle farm. As the financial worth of land in 3arford County was realised, ~ne Con­
stant Friendship farm was bought up by speculators in the 1960 1 s and was p!'oposed for 
devel0pment into a community of modern homes. During that time, most of the buildings 
on Const:mt Friendship Farr.i had been, ab:-ndoned and during the thirty year stretch from 
the time it left the hands :Jf the Hall family and the present, the imnressi ve frmne 
house was allowed to deteriorate. The Caretaker, Clyde Dennis, and his family had lived 
in the house until a fire on December 26, 1974, completely gutted the building. 

Besides the proposed ccrrm11ni ty develonment, Elis tract will also be affected by 
the rerouting of Maryland Rte. 24. The house, itself, seems to be beyond repair, but 
two log structures (HA 767 and HA 768) are in fairly good condition and seem to be of 
considerable age. These are i;;;ood examples of interlocking log frame structures and 
should be preserved.
