The pair of dormers on the front is 
more typical of a Cape, though they would often be gabled; the shed roof was more common in a 
bungalow, but would often be one large dormer covering two or three bays. The tax assessment 
records date the construction of the building to 1930, which is early for a Cape Cod and late for a 
bungalow, but given the apparent transitional nature of the building, this date seems reasonable. 
The bungalow seems to be the most popular middle-class housing type in Howard County in the 
first quarter of the twentieth century, and the Cape Cod seems to have replaced it, especially after 
World War II. This building is scheduled to be demolished in 2010 for redevelopment of the 
parcel.
