Another local tradition claims that 
this was a slave quarter for the farm. There are several features of the building that are not 
consistent with known slave quarters, suggesting that it is more likely that this was a tenant 
farmer's house or farm laborer's dwelling. Mortimer Crapster owned a great deal of land, but no 
deed could be located for this particular piece of property. It is most likely that this was part of 
the land owned by Mortimer's grandfather, Basil Crapster, and acquired by Mortimer in 1906. 
The house never had a cooking fireplace, but may have had a stove chimney on the north gable 
end. It was apparently divided into two rooms. There must have been a lean-to on the north 
gable end. A new house has been constmcted behind the log house, and the two connected by a 
breezeway.

Summary: 
The Crapster Farm Log House is a one and one half-story log structure with a CMU foundation, exposed 
log walls with v-notched cornering, and a gable roof with inverted v-seam metal and a north-south ridge. 
It is a three-bay by one-bay structure. The cabin faces west, and the ground slopes down to the west. It 
has closed eaves with the soffit boards following the pitch of the rafters. The west elevation is covered 
by an enclosed porch addition, and the upper story has a gabled wall dormer with wood shingle siding. 
The east elevation has a modem connecting wing attached at the north end of the cabin, and this 
connects with a new house on the property. The interior has exposed hewn logs, and there was likely 
originally a partition wall that ran east-west in the center of the cabin. 

Description: 
The Crapster Farm Log House is located at 3101 Cabin Run, on the north side of the road, and is set 
well back from the road in western Howard County, Maryland. The only historic structure surviving 
from the farm is a one and one half-story log structure with a CMU foundation, exposed log walls with 
v-notched cornering, and a gable roof with inverted v-seam metal and a north-south ridge. It is a three-
bay by one-bay structure. The cabin faces west, and the ground slopes down to the west. It has closed 
eaves with the soffit boards following the pitch of the rafters. 

The west elevation of the cabin has a center door with a six-over-six sash to each side, and the door and 
sash are all new. They are covered by an enclosed porch addition across the whole west elevation. The 
upper story has a gabled wall dormer with wood shingle siding and a six-over-six sash. The south 
elevation on the first story has had the bottom half of the window opening closed off, leaving a six-light 
sash at the top. The gable end has wood shingles and two six-over-six sash. The east elevation has a 
modem connecting wing attached at the north end of the cabin, and this connects with a new house on 
the property. There is a doorway through this connecting wing, with a modem wood four-panel door. 
The north elevation has a doorway on the first story, set east of center, with a door that has fifteen lights. 
There are traces of whitewash on some of the lower logs. The gable end has been opened up and glazed. 
There are several logs in the west wall that project beyond the face of the north wall, suggesting that 
there was some stmcture appended to the north side of the cabin when it was originally constmcted. 
According to the owner there was a lean-to on the north end that they took down. Whether this stmcture 
was the original is not known. 

The interior has exposed hewn logs on the east and west walls of the first story. There are exposed joists 
in the ceiling, and they are sash-sawn and mn east-west. There are no nail holes in the bottom faces of 
these joists, indicating that they were never lath and plastered. The flooring above is random-width, 
from 3 to 5 inches, and is sawn. The east and west logs are notched for these joists, and where the 
current stairway is the joists have been cut out. The joists are 2 VA inches by 6 VA inches and are spaced 
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23 Vi to 25 inches on centers. The south end of the room now has a ceiling. A joist in the center has nail 
holes in the north edge, and this aligns with notches in several of the east logs, indicating that there was 
likely originally a partition wall that ran east-west in the center of the cabin. The first-story floorboards 
are reused, and are not from this building. The north end of the building has a 12-inch square patch in 
the second-story floor, in the center of the wall, which could have been the location of a stove chimney. 

The upper story has a half story of logs, and the ceiling has Tl-11 siding on it and added 2 by 4 collar 
beams. The center of the floor is now covered by a cedar closet, so it is not possible to determine if 
there was a hole here for some kind of chimney.

Mortimer Crapster owned a great deal of land, but no deed could be located for this 
particular piece of property. None of the metes and bounds were found to correspond to any of the 
deeds for land he purchased, but it is possible that this farm was completely reconfigured from a larger 
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parcel. It is most likely that this was part of the land owned by Mortimer's grandfather, Basil Crapster, 
and acquired by Mortimer in 1906.' 

The house never had a cooking fireplace, but may have had a stove chimney on the north gable end. It 
is possible it had a small chimney in the center, between two joists, but since the flooring is either 
replaced or hidden now, there is no evidence visible to show this. It was apparently divided into two 
rooms by a wall that ran across the center, from east to west. A pattern of nail holes along a center joist, 
along with vertical notches about 4 inches wide cut in the log walls in line with this joist, argue that this 
was probably a stud wall. The only entrance originally was the center doorway on the west elevation, 
and the stairway was originally along the south wall, but has been rebuilt along the east wall. The 
interior was exposed logs and joists. Double slave quarters were typically divided by the back-to-back 
kitchen fireplaces, with a separate entrance for both halves and separate stairways in each pen. The use 
of log knee walls on the upper attic story, creating a more usable half story, would also be unusual for a 
slave quarter. A photograph of the house prior to restoration, in the possession of the owners, appears to 
show that the window jamb boards are nailed to the log ends, not pegged. The use of nails here is a later 
construction technique that has not been closely dated yet in Howard County, but probably is after c. 
1830, and perhaps after c. 1840. The lack of a fireplace and the probable use of a stove pushes the date 
later, more likely after 1850. There is little else available with which to date the structure. There must 
have been a lean-to on the north gable end, and the presence of several log ends on the north side that 
were not cut off at the height of a shed roof which could have hidden them, suggests that it was original 
to the building. There was no communication between the main block and this lean-to, and the original 
function of such a space can only be guessed at. 

A dormer was added to the front in the first quarter of the twentieth century, and there was a one-bay 
gable-roofed porch that likely dated to the same time. The porch has been replaced with a three-bay 
enclosed porch across the west front. A new house has been constructed behind the log house, and the 
two connected by a breezeway.

Thaddeus Crapster's Log House faces west on the east side 
of Route 94, five miles south of Route 144 at Lisbon. It 
is a three bay wide, one room deep, one and a half story 
high, gabled roof (running north-south) log house, resting 
on a stone foundation with a central doma: window inset 
into the roof line over the rectangular paneled door on the 
west elevation. Single rectangular, six-over-six light 
windows flank this entrance which is covered by a gabled 
roof portico supported by two log colunms.

The Thaddeus Crapster Log House faces west on the east side of Route 94, 
five miles south of Route 144 at Lisbon. It sits back from the road 
some two tenths of a mile behind a large corn field, with woods on its 
south and east. It is a three bay wide, one room deep, one and a half 
story high gabled roof (running north-south) log house, set on a stone 
foundation with a central dormer window holding a rectangular, double 
hung window with six-over-six lights, on its west elevation. 

A central rectangular, paneled west entrance is flanked by rectangular 
double-hung windows witn six-over-six lights and covered by a gabled, 
shake roof, portico held by two log beams. 

The ncctfCh elevation holds a wooden rectangular entrance door 
with square windows above. The rectangular north entrance is located 
east of center, while the gable roof on this elevation is entirely 
composed of rectangular and triangular glass panels, two of which 
are small square sliding, windows. A small brick patio is located on 
this elevation. The east elevation holds a first floor window on the 
north side and a central cellar door. 

The south elevation features a rectangular six-over-six light central 
first floor window and a double window above inset into a shingled A 
frame. 

This entire building has been completely restored and renovated and is 
now composed of one large room downstairs whose south wall contains a 
modern kitchen area. A bed room lies above. The hand hewn, log beams 
have been exposed on both the interior and exterior of the house. This 
exposure creates a charming interior. The underside of the main joists 
of the house are covered with bark while the facing side is smooth. An 
interlocking dovetail was used to join the logs, which were put together 
with no nails. This log house is an outstanding example of restoration 
and how such work creates a charming unique residence as well as the 
preservation of a local historic land mark.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE 

The Thaddeus Crapster Log House is significant architecturally and historically. 

Architecturally it is noteworthy as a wel1-constructed log house, which has 
just been restored by its present owners, Mr. and Mrs, James Heckman. Both the interior 
and exterior facing of the hand hewn logs have been exposed and new plaster has covered 
the stone and mud like filling used as chinking between the logs on both the exterior 
and interior. Modern plumbing has been installed where only a sink once stood. 

According to local residents of this area this log cabin stood long before it 
was used by Thaddeus Crapster as his home from the late nineteenth century well 
into the twentieth. He was notable as a local historian who delighted in writing 
down his findings. He collected antiques as well. His papers and houseware ransacked 
by vandals and much of his research disorganized. These papers are now in the hands 
of his dpughter Mary of Baltimore, Maryland. 

Noteworthy as part of a large land grant called "Big Meadow" once belonging to 
the Ellicott House on Route Sk, now known as Rockland Farm, this old log house should 
be placed on the Natural Register of Historic Places as a fine example of a log 
dwelling used today as a modern private residence.
