The Westbrook Property is a 1112-story, 3-bay, side-gable cottage on the northwest side of Kruhm Road in the 
Burtonsville vicinity of Montgomery County. Constructed circa 1930, the cottage has several alterations. The 
cottage has an asphalt shingle roof, is of wood frame construction with vinyl siding, and has a concrete 
masonry foundation. The southeast, or front elevation has an enclosed porch with three sliding windows, and 
a shed dormer with no fenestration. The southwest elevation has an off-center concrete masonry chimney, a 
concrete bulkhead with a corrugated metal door, and an enclosed, shed roof entry porch. There are two 1 /1 
double-hung windows, and one casement window, on the first story. There is a 1/1 double-hung window in 
the gable peak. The entry porch, which is accessed by concrete steps, has a wood door with an aluminum 
storm door on the southwest facade. The northwest, or rear elevation of the house has a 1 /1 double-hung 
window, a casement window, and a fixed window. The northwest elevation of the entry porch has one fixed 
window. The northeast elevation has a 1 /1 double-hung window, a sliding window, and a wood door with an 
aluminum storm door on the first story. There is a 1 /1 double-hung window in the gable peak. 

There is one outbuilding, a 1-story garage and storage building, associated with this property. Constructed 
circa 1950, the building has a gable roof with both corrugated metal and asphalt sheets. The southeast 
elevation has a garage door with 5 lights, a dutch door, and a 2-light fixed window. The southwest elevation 
has a single garage door with 5 lights, seven 2-light fixed windows, and a wood door. The southwest elevation 
has a raised concrete platform which has been enclosed with a chain link fence. The southeast and southwest 
elevations are of wood frame construction with vertical board and batten siding. The northeast side of the 
building has been banked into a slope. The northwest and northeast elevations have no fenestration and are 
constructed of concrete masonry. 

The Westbrook Property is located on a cleared site that slopes up to the north. The property is surrounded 
by farmland on the east, south, and west, and by woods on the north.
