The ’Wesley Hargett barn is a large, wood frame, gable roof bank barn with a brick
silo. The barn is sheathed in vertical boards (instailed while still green, according to N{r
Hargett, who claims this is why so many of the boards are warped and won't hold pain
Portions of the siding have been covered with large sections of sheet metal. The barn
was built in 1906, and originally its roof was covered with wood shingles. The metal roof
was installed in 1940. The brick silo with conical cement roof was built in 1919.

The southeast elevation consists of the overhanging hayloft with two large,
vertical board doors which roll horizontally to cover two separate openings. Beneath the
overhang the recessed wall contains several dutch doors that give access to the stabling
area. Between the doors the walls are covered with wide horizontal boards set flush. The
northeast wall contains seven windows which light the stabling area. While most have
had their sash replaced, one window still has a six-over-six double-hung wood sash.

The brick silo is attached to the north corner of the barn by a narrow, three-story
connector, also of brick, containing three narrow windows. The silo is banded near the
top, approximately six courses below the overhang of the conical roof.

The dairy to the southeast of the barn was built ¢. 1930, and is a small, three bay
by one bay brick structure with a slate covered hip roof. Over the door and windows are
large stone lintels. Three other pieces of stone are inserted in the southeast (front)
elevation. The windows have one-over-one wood sash. The upper half of the wood door
contains four lights, the lower half contains three horizontal, raised panels.

The brick house on the property was built in 1915,

The Wesley Hargett b4ra, silo, and dairy are significant as early and unusual 20th
century farm buildings. Built by John F. Hargett (father of Wesley) and finished on May
19, 1906, this large barn is typical of the general purpose or utility bank barns built in
the County during the last years of the 19th and early decades of the 20th century. It
lacks the louvered openings and vertical battens of its predecessors, but has the gable
roof and arrangement of doors and windows of its successors through the 1920's.

Its brick silo is unusual. Built in 1919, it is one of the few remaining 20th century
brick silos in the County. Most silos built after that time were made of terra cotta blocks
or concrete staves, reinforced with external steel bands. The dairy, built about 1930 by
Wesley's brother, Harold Hargett, is also of brick, when most dairies around the County
were being built of concrete block. This unusual little building, with its slate roof and
stone lintels, still contains the older milk cooling device used before the large stainless
steel bulk tanks came into use in the mid-1950's. ‘

According to the Sugarioaf Regional Trails pamphlet, "The Farm Trail," this farm
“was one of the first in the County to specialize in raising beef cattle."! According to
Wesley Hargett, his father continued to milk cows in the bank barn until his death in
1943, despite increasing pressure from County and State officials to erect a more sanitary
cow barn, To built a concrete dairy barn, new dairy, and well would have cost $42,000 at
that time 2 The switch to raising beef cattle would have been a logical choice.

Thus this collection of early 20th century farm buildings tells the story of
farming here in the first half of the century, and illustrates that story with a collection
of unique structures. _ :
