,,,_.r;;-..._ Descriotion Norbeck is a typical 19th century agrarian settlement; its simple 
dwellings, shop, and·church are traditional, domestic, and vernacular. 
T~is is a simple, two-story, three bay frame farmhouse. It has an L-plan; 
two rooms face the street and a third is located at the rear. It is 
built on stone foundations which have more recently been reinforced with 
concrete. The exterior walls have been covered with grey-green asbestos 
shingles. There is an enclosed screen porch on the front elevation of the 
house. The gable roof is covered by corrugated tin. There are simple 
boxed eaves at the gable ends, which have no windows. The windows are 
6-over-6 double huni. 

10 • s:P~A£ric~H~~e are two stove flues, and a stairway to give access to the sf econ a 
The crossroads community of Norbeck was established during the 1860s I loor. 
agricultural boom in Montgomery County. The increase in prosperity and popu­
lation generated by the boom provided the need and economic base for a local 
commercial center such as Norbeck. This local farm community grew up at the 
junction of the Baltimore Road and the Washington-Brookeville Turnpike, both 
major thorofares by the early 19th century. 
The black Mount Pleasant settlement at Norbeck was founded by freed slaves of 
A.B.Wadsworth; it oriented around the M.E.Church and the school. The white 
settlement oriented around the post office, White's general store, and a 
blacksmith shop. Together they comprised the community known as Norbeck. 
The community has changed in emphasis and in appearance since 1879. White's 
store has evolved from a country store into one selling hardware and machinery 
and the gaps between old Mt. Pleasant houses have been filled in with newer 
ones. The community has matured while remaining a distinct entity reflecting
