Description: 

The Hutchison House was previously surveyed in 1980. Since that time, the building has undergone further alterations. At 
the time the previous form was written, no determination of eligibility was made. 

The Hutchison House is a 1 V2-story front-gable bungalow which has been extremely altered with the addition of commercial 
spaces to the east and south elevations. The building now has an asphalt shingle roof, and it covered in stucco. The 
commercial additions have been unified with the addition of a single shed-roof covered in standing seam metal. The east 
elevation has been completely obscured with a modem commercial addition. 

The fenestration patterns remain the same on the north elevation. Additional commercial structures have been added to tf'le 
south and west sides. 

National Register Evaluation: 

Constructed circa 1920, the Hutchison House is not eligible for the National Register of Historic Places. The property is not 
eligible under Criterion A, as research conducted indicates no association with any historic events or trends significant in the 
development of national, state, or local history. Historic research indicates that the property has no association with persons 
who have made specific contributions to history, and therefore, it does not meet Criterion B. It is not eligible under Criterion 
C, as it has been heavily altered with the addition of commercial spaces to the east, south, and west elevations, and the 
subsequent changes in materials and fenestration patterns. Finally, the structure has no known potential to yield important 

'ormation, and therefore, is not eligible under Criterion D.

DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF l<NOWNI PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

The Hutchison House is a 1- 1/2 story y.ella-1 bribk bunqala.'7, 
prchably built about 1915-1925, on the west side of Balt:.irrore Avenue 
(U. S . 1) just north of the L'1tersectian of Baltir:ore ~:venue and 
f>c:Mder Hill lbad (MD 212) in Beltsville. 

The forrrer nain entrance is in the north elevation , whid1 is 
canposed of three gable DX> fed sect.ionz , with the center bay larger and 
recessed. The entrance is through an open ,(X)rch at the center hay 
which is supfOrted on battei:ei. brick piers . The chinmey in the 
left bay repeats the J;>atte.i:';. shape. The £X>rch roof is flat and has 
a balustrade. The central gable has a .?alladian windcw t:he right bay has a 
tri- partite winda,., with smoll panes in the upper .rortion. The left 
bay has the exterior chimney in its center· the ch:i.lmey oiera:>...s the 
overhanging eaves . 'J\.~o small square winda·JS flank the cl i.imney stack. 

The east elevation originally had a fX)rch exter..sion with a glass 
Cbor and side lights opening fran the li v:ing room. The grar1e leveling 
of Daltirrore Avenue erased the porch, but the pord1 roof and supporting 
brackets remain. This DX>f has a small gable with an arched "rlndr.M. 
The basanent was ex[X)sed on t.l-ie east and south b.t the qrade leveling· 
this space has been enlcu:ged fy one story additions and rarodeled for 
crnrnercial use. 

The south elevation iS largely obscured by the additions; ha-rever, 
above the roofs of the shops, the gable has a swall J?a1Jaili.an-inspirec1 
windo.-1. Other fenestration in the original house varies fran 1/1 
sliding sash to several snail squared over one lo.-.ier pane. 

The gables of all elevations are covered in what appear to be 
terra ootta tiles in a stylized dianond pattern. v::ood finials are 
placed at ke,t intersections on the roof ridges.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE 

The Hutchison House represents a collection of related archi­
tectural rrovamnt.5 of the late nineteenth ana early tlventieth centuries r 
beginning with the (lueen Anne, progressing through the Stick Style, the 
Arte and Cr<lfts M:>vement, the Colonial Revival, and the bungala·1 fonn, 
culminating in an early Wright-influenced stage of the m::rlem rrcverent. 

The tcrra ootta tiles of the gable suggest C.>Ueen Anne infloonce . 
but the cross-bars of the brackets, the finials on the roof, and the 
side porch supports with their articulated joinery exenplify the Arts 
and Craft.5 Movement. 'l'he geanetric forms of the entry porch piers and 
the chimney are reminiscent of Frank Llloyd Wright, especially in 
OCJ'lbination with the wood details, ~ of which seen alrrost Oriental 
in effect.
