Description of Property and Eligibility Determination: (Use continuation sheet if necessary and attach map and photo) 

An MIHP form was prepared by the Prince George's County Historic Preservation Commission in 1985, which states that the 
house "is a noticeable landmark in a commercial area." The earlier form also details the joint commercial-domestic nature of 
the property. Since that time, the windows appear to have been altered and the gable end walls are covered in vinyl siding. 
Although the interior retains its early 20th century oak paneling on the first floor, because of the other alterations, the Ulle 
House is not eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places under Criterion C. Research did not demonstrate 
signficance under Criteria A or B. Criterion D was not investigated.

The Ulle house is a two-and-one-half-story front-gable brick dwelling 
house converted into a small business building. Its principal gable end 
faces Old Baltimore Pike, the former Baltimore Washington Turnpike. 
Entrance is in the first bay of the irregular three-bay main (north) west 
yable end through a door with transom and sidelights. A one-story hip-roof 
porch spans the gable end, supported by Tuscan columns which rest on brick 
bases. Above the second story between the returns of the boxed cornice the 
gable end is covered with aluminum siding, forming a pediment. Centered in 
the pediment is a mock Palladian window: three 2/2 windows, the central of 
which is round-arched and taller. The material of construction is brick; a 
projecting watertable defines the line between basement and first story. 
Windows are 1/1 double hung sash, and have stone sills and double segmental 
arches. The interior plan consists of side stairhall and double parlor. 
The newel post is heavy and squared; door and window surrounds have clas­
sical architrave and frieze. The parlors have been converted into office 
space. 

Significance: 

The Ulle house is a good example of a modest early twentieth century 
Colonial Revival dwelling house adapted for commercial use. It is located 
in a section of Beltsville which was platted in 1891, and fronts on what 
was formerly the Baltimore Pike. In the early 1890 1 s, Lewis C. Beall 
operated a general store at the corner where the railroad crossed the turn­
pike. This was the commercial center of Beltsville, just across the rail­
road tracks from the passenger and freight stations. Next to Beall 1 s 
store, John A. Ulle, a blacksmith from Germany, operated a blacksmith shop. 
In 1898, Beall sold his store to the blacksmith's sons, Edward and John 
Ulle, who operated the store until it burned to the ground in 1916. The 
business was continued in the old blacksmith shop, while a new store and 
dwelling were constructed. The subject house was the new Edward Ulle 
dwelling, a front-gable Colonial Revival brick house, with side hall and 
double parlor, standing just next to (east of) the new general store. The 
dwelling was sold out of the Ulle family after the death of Edward Ulle in 
1948, and since that time has been converted into a business enterprise 
which has housed a series of small companies. It is presently the location 
of the Satellite Electric Company; and is a noticeable landmark in a com­
mercial/industrial area.

The Ulle house is a two-and-one-half-story front-gable brick dwelling 
house converted into a small business building. Its principal gable end 
faces Old Baltimore Pike, the former Baltimore Washington Turnpike. 
Entrance is in the first bay of the irregular three-bay main (north) west 
gable end through a door with transom and sidelights. A one-story hip-roof 
porch spans the gable end, supported by Tuscan columns which rest on brick 
bases. Above the second story between the returns of the boxed cornice the 
gable end is covered with aluminum siding, forming a pediment. Centered in 
the pediment is a mock Palladian window: three 2/2 windows, the central of 
which is round-arched and taller. 

The material of construction is brick, laid in American bond, five 
rows of stretchers to one row of headers. A projecting watertable defines 
the line between basement and first story. Windows are l/l double hung 
sash, and have stone sills and double segmental arches. The windows are 
arranged symmetrically in four bays on the south (long) side, and three 
bays on the north. Between first and second bay on the north side is a 
tall exterior corbelled brick chimney which breaks through the overhanging 
eaves. The roof is covered with gray asphalt shingle. There is a one-bay 
one-story shed-roof addition at the rear, covered with aluminum siding. 

The interior plan consists of side stairhall (with open three-flight 
staircase) and double parlor. The newel post is heavy and squared; door 
and window surrounds have classical architrave and frieze. The parlors 
have been converted into office space.

The Ulle house is a good example of a modest early twentieth century 
Colonial Revival dwelling house adapted for commercial use. It stands on 
the dividing line between lots 2 and 3 in block 54, Section 3 of 
Beltsville, (platted in 1891) and fronts on the right-of-way which used to 
be the Baltimore-Washington Turnpike.l In the early 1890 1 s, Lewis C. 
Beall operated a general store on lots l and 2, at the corner where the 
railroad crossed the turnpike. This was the commercial center of 
Beltsville, just across the railroad tracks from the passenger and freight 
stations.2 Next to Beall 's store, John A. Ulle, a blacksmith from 
Germany, operated a blacksmith shop. In 1898, Beall sold his general store 
to Edward and John Ulle, sons of the blacksmith; they continued to operate 
the store until it burned to the ground in 1916. The fire destroyed all of 
the Ulles' stock, as well as the home of Edward Ulle on an adjoining lot to 
the south. The business was continued in the old blacksmith shop, while a 
new store and dwelling were constructed.3 The subject house was the new 
Edward Ulle dwelling, a front-gable Colonial Revival brick house, with side 
hall and double parlor, standing just next to (east of) the new general 
store. It is unusual in that most modest dwellings of its period were of 
frame construction. The dwelling was sold out of the Ulle family after the 
death of Edward Ulle in 1948,4 and since that time has been converted 
into a business enterprise which has housed a series of small companies. 
It is presently the location of the Satellite Electric Company; it is a 
noticeable landmark in a commercial area.

Part of the settlement 
agreement was that Margaret Ulle Donath would convey John 1 s 
one- half interest in the business property in Beltsville to 
Edward M. Ul 1 e.
