Description Summary 

The house at 6605 Westmoreland Avenue (Block 15, Lot 3, Pine 
Crest) is a one-story, three-bay, frame, vernacular bungalow with 
a rectangular plan and a front-gable roof. The house is sheathed 
with wood shingles which are painted. There is a deep porch across 
the main (south) facade that is recessed under the main roof. The 
porch is encircled by a simple wooden balustrade with square 
spindles and supported by simple square undecorated supports. 

Siqnif icance Summary 

The house at 6605 Westmoreland Avenue, constructed c. 1925, is 
an example of the types of modest vernacular bungalows and cottages 
built in the southern sections of the proposed Takoma Park Historic 
District between 1910 and 1930. These bungalows, frequently found 
in the Gibbs' and Kosack's and Pine Crest subdivisions, are quite 
small and almost totally lack applied decoration; they represent 
the most modest construction practices within the community. 
The house is a Contributing Resource in the proposed Takoma Park 
Historic District.
