The John R. Tayman House is a two-story frame cross-gable bui ld ing in 
the shape of a T, a variant of the gable-front-and-wing house p lan. I t 
stands on the north side of the main road through the v i l lage of 
Brandywine, and i t s pr inc ipal facade is to the south. The f i r s t bay of the 
three-bay south facade is the south gable end of the bar of the T; i t is 
f i l l e d (on f i r s t level) by a hip-roofed three-window project ing bay. Two 
more bays (central door and window) make up the stem of the T and complete 
the south facade. A one-story porch (supported by modern metal t r e l l i s 
posts) shelters th is door and window, f i l l i n g the southeast corner of the 
T. Only one (engaged) turned post remains at the east end of the porch. 
There are two i n t e r i o r corbelled brick chimneys at the r idge, f lanking the 
central doorway. The west facade is an i r regular three bays wide; a 
one-story hip-roofed porch shelters tty? north gable end, and extends to 
span the two-story, f l a t - roo fed addit ion which f i l l s part of the northeast 
corner. The bui ld ing is covered with German siding painted whi te, with the 
exception of the east gable end which is covered with large, wh i te , 
synthet ic , diamond-shaped shingles. Windows are 1 /1 , and on the south and 
west facades have black louvered shut ters. The roof is covered wi th 
patterned t i n . The bui ld ing rests on concrete p ie rs . 

Significance: 

The John R. Tayman House is a var ia t ion of the Victor ian fo lk house 
with gable-front-and-wing p lan. Unlike the typ ica l gable-front-and-wing 
house, however, the gable-front section of th is house extends beyond the 
rear facade of the wing, so that the bui ld ing is T-shaped. This house was 
b u i l t in 1914 by John R. Tayman, who had brought his family to Maryland 
from Pennsylvania af ter the Johnstown f lood in 1889. Tayman f i r s t se t t led 
on a farm at Mi 11 town on the Patuxent, and la ter opened and operated a 
sawmill west of Brandywine. In 1913 he purchased a half-acre lo t on the 
main road through Brandywine and b u i l t th is house in the next year. He 
l ived in the house un t i l his death in 1941. The Tayman House is a not ice­
able landmark on the main road through Brandywine. Like most houses of 
th is type, the e l l is f i l l e d with a one-story porch, but in th is case the 
Vic tor ian t r im has been removed. I t is a considerably altered example of a 
common early twentieth century house type.

The John R. Tayman House is a two-story frame cross-gable bui ld ing in 
the shape of a T, a variant of the gable-front-and-wing house p lan. I t 
stands on the north side of the road, f ront ing d i rec t l y on the road through 
the v i l l age of Brandywine, and i t s pr incipal facade is to the south. 

The f i r s t bay of the three-bay south facade is the south gable end of 
the bar of the T; i t is f i l l e d (on f i r s t level) by a hip-roofed three-
window pro ject ing bay. Two more bays make up the stem of the T and 
complete the south facade: central door, and window. A one-story porch 
shel ters th i s door and window, f i l l i n g the southeast corner of the T, I t is 

pported by modern metal t r e l l i s posts. Only one (engaged) turned post 
remains at the east end of the porch. There are two i n t e r i o r corbel ed 
br ick chimneys at the r idge, f lank ing the central doorway, on each side of 
the central s t a i r h a l l . 

The bar of the T (the west facade) is an i r regu lar three bays wide; a 
one-story hip-roofed porch shelters i t s north gable end, and extends to 
span the two-story , f l a t - roo fed addi t ion which f i l l s part of the northeast 
( i n t e r i o r ) corner of the T. 

The bu i ld ing is covered with German siding painted whi te , with the 
exception of the east gable end which is covered with large, white synthe-
H c diamond shaped shingles. Windows are 1 /1 , and on the south and west 
facades have black louve'red shut te rs . The roof is covered with patterned 
t i n . The bui ld ing rests on concrete p iers . 

There are no outbui ldings except for a small metal shed at the back of 

the l o t .
