Summary 

Located on Batts Neck, on Kent Island in Queen Anne's County, the Graham House is a two-and-one-half-story I-house with a 
substantial rear ell addition. It faces north towards Batts Neck Road. A non-historic frame shed sits to the southeast of the house, and 
a non-historic frame barn is located to the house's southwest. 

Primary Resource Exterior Description 

The Graham House is located on Batts Neck, part of Kent Island in Queen Anne's County. Situated on the southwest corner of Batts 
Neck Road and Jean Road, the house faces north towards Batts Neck Road. It stands almost three and three-quarters of a mile 
southwest of Stevensville. The circa 1885 house is a two-and-one-half-story, three-bay, frame I-house. It stands approximately 25 
feet from Batts Neck Road, on a level, grassy lot. A wooded lot borders the property on the west, while a line of trees marks the 
southern property line. A screen of trees also lines Jean Road south of the house's gravel driveway, which runs southwest from Jean 
Road to the rear of the house. The land across Batts Neck Road from the house is used for agricultural purposes. A frame shed sits to 
the southeast of the house, and a frame barn is located to the house's southwest. 

The Graham House sits on a brick pier foundation. It has a side-gable roof with a centered front gable and cornice returns; the roof is 
sheathed with standing-seam metal. Interior-end brick chimneys with corbelled caps are situated at either end of the main block of the 
house. The house's exterior has been altered by the addition of new materials. Fiber-cement weatherboards clad the exterior, vinyl 
windows have replaced all of the original windows, and a new door occupies the centered front entry. 

The symmetrically organized facade of the Graham House features two, two-over-two windows flanking the entry in the first story, 
and three evenly spaced, two-over-two windows in the second story. The central entry is sheltered by a shed-roofed hood that is 
supported by large, scroll-sawn, wood brackets. An arched, two-over-two, wood window occupies the gable. The west elevation of 
the main block is pierced only by two small, one-light windows located in the gable. The south elevation is dominated by the two-
story rear ell that was constructed in 2006; a two-over-two, double-hung window occupies the second story of the main block at the 
western end. The main block's east elevation displays two attic-level windows matching those on the west elevation, and a first-story, 
nine-light-over-two-panel, wood door at the northeast corner. 

The 2006 ell addition attached to the south elevation of the main block matches the house in its proportions and roof pitch. A one-
story, three-bay, shed-roofed, screened porch runs the length of the ell's west elevation, and fills the entire space between the ell and 
the main block. The screened porch sits above-grade on concrete-block piers; wood lattice screens the foundation. A one-story, three-
bay, open porch runs the length of the ell's east elevation. Its shed roof is supported by wood Tuscan columns. The ell's second-story 
windows match those found in the house's main block, with the exception of two small, four-light, fixed, vinyl windows on the west 
elevation. 

Primary Resource Interior Description 

The main block of the Graham House displays a single-pile, center-hall plan. A dining room flanks the hall on its west side, while a 
kitchen is on its east side. A wide, cased opening leads from the rear (south) end of the hall into a transverse hall at the north end of 
the ell addition. A living room fills almost the entire first floor of the addition. The Graham House has no basement, and the attic is 
completely finished. 

The overwhelming majority of the Graham House's interior finishes have been replaced with non-historic materials. The only 
identifiably original finishes are the staircase, and the flooring in the dining room and front two-thirds of the hall. The open-stringer 
stair is decorated by a square, wood newel post with an unadorned, square, wood cap; turned wood balusters; an unmolded wood rail; 
and scroll-sawn wood brackets on the stringer. The original flooring in the hall and dining room comprises random-width pine 
floorboards. The new wood flooring in the hall is similar, but with even-width floorboards. Vinyl tiles cover the kitchen floor. An 
approximately three-inch- tall, wood baseboard that rests on a molded base was recently installed throughout the house. The firebox

Summary Statement of Significance

property on Batts Neck for twenty years, until they defaulted on their mortgage in 1904. Between 1904 and the early 1970s, this small 
farm passed through numerous owners, and was a tenant farm for much of the twentieth century. 

Historical Narrative 

Built circa 1885, the Graham House displays a typical I-house form, with its single-pile, center-hall plan. Reflecting nation-wide 
trends, the I-house form was common among rural residences in Queen Anne's County from the mid-nineteenth century through the 
first years of the twentieth century. I-houses from this period often exhibit a rear ell that provided space for the kitchen and other 
service spaces. The Graham House, however, apparently did not have an ell until the current owners constructed one in 2006. The 
kitchen may be in its original location, the east front room, or it may have been housed in an addition that has since been removed. 

The Graham House was built on about 25 acres of land that Edwin K. Graham purchased in 1884 from Henry C. Legg, a substantial 
landowner in this part of Kent Island.1 In 1880, according to the U.S. Census, Graham was living further south on the island with his 
wife Martha, his sister-in-law, and two boarders, and was working as a farmer. Graham was probably a tenant farmer at that time, and 
he and his family likely moved to the new house on the Batts Neck property circa 1885.2 

Graham's twenty-five-acre parcel was considerably smaller than the average farm in Queen Anne's County in the second half of the 
nineteenth century.3 In this period, wheat and corn were the chief crops being raised in the county, and it is possible that the 
Grahams' farm produced fruits and vegetables for sale as well.4 By the third quarter of the nineteenth century, Eastern Shore grain 
farmers had difficulty competing with the Great Plains states for the national market, so farmers increasingly turned to fruit 
production. The soil of Queen Anne's County was particularly suited for raising peaches, but other fruits such as pears, apples and 
berries proved profitable. In 1891, the county shipped approximately 100,000 baskets and boxes of peaches, 20,000 baskets of pears,

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in the kitchen is completely exposed. It encompasses a square firebox with stepped bricks leading up to a brick flue. Non-historic, 
wood, cove molding lines the ceiling in the dining room and hall, while a non-historic, elaborate, ogee crown molding is found in the 
kitchen. 

Secondary Resources (buildings, sites, structures, objects.) 

A circa 2000, frame shed sits to the southeast of the house. It has a front-gable roof clad with standing-seam metal, and fiber-cement 
weatherboard siding that matches that on the house. The shed rests upon a poured-concrete foundation, and houses a boiler. 

A circa 1960, small, frame barn is located southwest of the house. Facing northeast, it comprises a two-story, front-gabled central 
section that is flanked by two matching shed-roofed sections. The northernmost side section was added by the current owners, but the 
other two parts were extant when they purchased the property in 2001. The barn sits upon a poured-concrete foundation. Its first 
story is clad with T-l 11 siding, while the second story is clad with vertical board siding. A one-leaf, T-l 11 sliding door is centered on 
the facade, while each side addition contains a double T-l 11 door with triangular, metal, strap hinges. A one-leaf, vertical board door 
with metal strap hinges is centered in the second story of the center section. The roof is clad with corrugated metal, and skylights 
pierce the roof of the main block on the south side. 
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and 5,000 crates of strawberries and blackberries.5 The fruit was sent to the canning operations that developed in the county, or was 
transported by rail and ship to Baltimore. 

Edwin and Martha Graham owned the farm on Batts Neck for twenty years, until they defaulted on their mortgage in 1904. John F. 
and Grace B. Ruth, who purchased the property in 1904, had a farm elsewhere on Kent Island, and most likely leased the Graham 
farm to a tenant.6 In Queen Anne's County, renting farmland was common practice in the early twentieth century. Tenants farmed 
more than twice as much land as owners, and most tenant farmers were white.7 

The Ruths sold the farm in 1909, then purchased it again in 1927. When John Ruth died in 1938, the property was conveyed to his 
sister, Ella Dean of Baltimore, who sold the property in 1943. The small farm changed hands numerous times between 1943 and the 
early 1970s. The size of the property remained at twenty-five acres until the early 1970s, when the land was combined with other 
parcels and subdivided into fourteen suburban lots.
