The Bowland farmhouse is located at the end of Virginia Bowland Road; approximately
one miles from the intersection with Charles Barnes Road. The Marumsco Creek borders

the property on the east, and Kingston, Maryland, is located about one mile west of the
farm.

The c. 1830-1850 two-story, four-bay by one room mortise and tenon frame house is
covered by a steeply pitched asphalt tile roof and rests on a minimal brick foundation.
The weatherboards have been covered with aluminum. Structural evidence indicates the
main house was built in two stages—-one room at a time, The western two-story portion
appears to have been built around 1830 with the second section added within the follow-
ing two decades. During the 19th century, the house was extended again by a story-and-
a-half addition to both the north (rear) and to the east.

The main four-bay facade has two center doors opening into separate rooms along
with another door on the second floor which used to open onto a flat roofed porch. Six
over six sash windows occupy the remaining openings except for a single story bay window
to the right of the front door. The porch is a recent alteration with its gable-front
roof.

The west gable end of the main block comsists of two windows on each floor with -
interior brick chimney rising between. Above the roofline the stack has been leveled,
and the originally exposed fire wall has been covered with aluminum siding. Four pane
attic windows also flank the chimney stack.

The east end retains its chimney above the roof line but is largely covered by the
story-and-a-half kitchen wing.

The north facade of the main house is primarily covered by the story-and-a-half
bedroom wing.

Interior woodwork dates from the second quarter of the 19th century with Greek
Revival mantels and ogee and astragal door surround moldings. The winder stair is
enclosed in the eastern room with a four-panel door. According to the owner, a sliding
door in the closet next to the east end chimney was used to pass food through from the
kitchen.

The second floor is finished in a simple manner with plain mantels. An enclosed
stair rises to the attic and is paneled on the side. In the attic, the obsolete gable
end framing of the initial house survives with remnants of weatherboarding nails on the
outside face of each stud. The common rafter roof is lapped and pinned at the peak.
The adjacent two-story addition is one a slightly lower level than the original house.

Surrounding the house are several early 20th-century farm buildings including
chicken houses, wagon sheds, two corn cribs, and a block well house.
