The Princess Anne Fire Station is a well-designed neo-Federal brick structure 

built in 1947. The two-story brick station, built of stretcher bond, has parapet 

gable ends, brick jack arches, a stone beltcourse and a decorated cornice. The 

modillion blocks are especially well detailed for a utilitarian type building. 

Sited next to the Washington Hotel, the brick fire house with its attractive 

revival design contributes to the historic appearance of Somerset Avenue.

Princess Anne Fire Department description 

The Princess Anne Volunteer Fire Company is located on the west side of 
North Somerset Avenue is the center business district of Princess Anne, Somerset 
County, Maryland. The two-story, six-bay brick fire house faces east with the 
principal gable oriented on a north/south axis. 

Dated by a plaque to 1947, the two-story, six-bay main block is built of 
stretcher bond brick and covered with a steeply pitched asphalt shingle with 
parapet gables. The south and rear wings are covered by flat tarred roofs. 

The west elevation of the main block is a symmetrical facade with three 
large openings on the first floor and six six-over-six sash windows on the 
second. The base of the building is marked by a limestone footing. Each of the 
three first floor openings is topped by a long jack arch. The southern two bays 
of the main block are garage door openings for fire engines, while the north 
bay is filled with a multi-paned door and window that open into the town offices. 
The office door is shaded by an aluminum awning. The second floor is lighted 
by six evenly spaced six-over-six sash windows also topped with jack arches. A 
limestone beltcourse stretches between the first and second floor. The base 
of the roof is finished in a neo-Federal manner with a decorative modillioned 
cornice. Red globe lights are attached to the wall between each garage bay, 
and a commemorative plaque with the 1947 date is fixed between the first and 
second bay from the north. 

Extending to the south is a single-story, two-bay section initially built 
with the main fire house. The exterior finishes follow along the same lines as 
the main building, and the beltcourse of the fire house extends southward as 
capping stones for the single-story wall. The south gable end of the main block 
above the single-story section is a plain brick wall with a limestone cap that 
covers the parapet. 

The north gable end is an asymmetrical elevation with an assortment of 
single- and paired six-over-six sash windows. Located in the upper gable is a 
round window of nine panes. Four limestone keystones highlight the four ke> 
points on the top, bottom and sides. The two-story rear wing is lighted by 
single six-over-six sash windows on each floor. 

The first floor garage interior is fitted according to the utilitarian 
needs of a fire station, while the northern third of the first floor is currently 
used as the town office. The second floor is divided into meeting rooms.
