The Martin Waters house stands on the north side of Jones Factory Road in the vicinity of
Upper Fairmount, Somerset County, Maryland. The two-story, two-bay frame house
faces south with the principal gable roof oriented on an east/west axis.

Supported on a minimal brick foundation, the two-story, side hall/parlor main
block is sheathed with vinyl siding and covered by a steeply pitched asphalt shingle roof.
Attached to the back of the main block is a two-story, two-bay kitchen wing, which is
extended on its west side by a single-story shed-roofed addition.

The south (main) elevation is two-bay facade with an enclosed shed porch
sheltering the first floor. A partially glazed front door opens into the side hall. Two-
over-two sash windows light the second floor. Piercing the steeply pitched gable roof is
an interior brick chimney finished with a corbeled cap.

The gable ends are marked by two-over-two sash windows on each floor, and the
eaves to the roof are slightly extended.

Extending northward from the main block is a two-story, two-bay kitchen wing
served by an interior end brick stove chimney. Attached to the west side of the kitchen is
a single-story shed roof addition.

The interior was not seen.
