This small frame house has been considerably altered, 

retaining only a few features of its 19th century construction 

date. The two exterior chimneys at one end and several 

mantels are the most interesting of these. Nun's Oak is 

1 1/2 stories high with a gable roof and a three-bay facade. 

A large, modern addition was made to the house in the early 

1970's. 
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
