Situated near the end of a broad flat peninsula 

formed by Jutland Creek, Smith Creek, Calvert Bay, and the Potomac River, Wynne was 

hub of activity for much of the late-nineteenth and early twentieth century. A number of 

wharves projecting into the surrounding navigable waters, made the peninsula a 

convenient stop for steamboat traffic and water related industries. Miller's Wharf and the 

Davis Oyster Packing Plant (SM-664) were just two commercial enterprises nearby. The 

rectangular plan, board-and-batten storage building built circa 1910 was probably related 

to these ventures.

Positioned on the south side of Wynne Road, this storage building is oriented on a north/south axis with the primary elevation facing 
the north. Sandwiched between two residential lots, the building's immediate environment consists of a mown yard shaded by mature 
trees. The topographically flat one acre property is bounded to the south by cultivated fields, to the north by Wynne Road to the east 
and west by residential lots. 

Erected on extended concrete piers, the board-and-batten clad storage building is rectangular in plan. Much of the foundation is 
partially obscured by latticework. The open eaves reveal exposed rafter tails. The gable roof is covered with raised seam metal but is 
not pierced by any chimneys indicating the interior is not likely heated. Judging from all of these architectural components, the 
building appears to have been built in 1920s. 

The primary or north elevation features a large, centrally located garage doorway - elevated to accommodate the loading of trucks. 
The doorway appears not to have been sheathed with vertical boards. Flanking this doorway on either side is a single six pane 
window that lights the interior. The east elevation features a stairway to the presently used main doorway.
