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Known historically as the Knights of Pythias Castle, 16-18 
West Franklin Street is a Renaissance or Georgian Revival 
commercial building of brick construction and three stories in 
height. The principal facade (south side) has an order of six giant 
pilasters resting on a base formed by the first floor. The building 
was erected in 1907 for the Knights of Pythias, whose name is still 
visible above the main entrance on the street level. The present 
owners acquired the property in 1944. Although the windows and 
doors were replaced i~ recent years, the building retains most of 
its original features and is a strong, visible force in Hagerstown 1s 
architectural heritage.

16-18 West Franklin Street in Hagerstown, Washington County, 
stands on the north side of the street in the eastern half of the block 
formed by Potomac and Jonathan Streets. 

The building is a 1907 commercial structure with a Renaissance 
Revival street facade (south side). Three stories in height with a 
rectangular front extending above the roof line, the building is 
constructed of brick with stone trim. It sits tight to the sidewalk but 
is free of the neighboring buildings. The street elevation is 
syrrnnetrically arranged with three bays on the first floor and five on 
each of the upper levels. The upper bays are separated by six flat 
pilasters that extend the height of the two floors. The facade is 
crowned with a heavy modillioned cornice with an ornate pendant in each 
corner. The east and west sidewalls of the structure have countersunk 
panels with segmental arch windows. 

The street or first level has a center doorway, new doors, with a 
keystone in the round arch and a shelf-like bracketed roof which 
originally, judging by the marks on the wall above, had a balustrade. 
The doorway is reached by a set of masonry steps with solid uprights 
forming closed balustrades along the sides of the porch. The 
entranceway is flanked by two large openings, originally probably for 
shops, which presently have modern glass windows. A cornerstone with the 
date 1907 inscribed upon it is located in the southeast corner of the 
foundation. 

The second floor windows are rectangular in shape while those of 
the third story have round arches with keystones echoing the round arch 
above the main entrance on the ground floor. The window openings of the 
upper levels have, like those on the first floor, modern metal frame 
sashes. There are countersunk panels between the second and third 
floor windows and five circular medallions below the cornice 
corresponding to the window openings below. 

The building appears to be structurally sound and retains the 
basic exterior features with the exception of the new window frames.
