Description 

This is a two story gable front brick commercial and 
residential structure. It has a three bay commercial 
storefront with fixed pane units. The upper windows are 
paired one over one units with segmental arches and there 
are gabled dormers. This structure appears on the 1908 
Sanborn map. It represents Hancock's commercial and 
residential construction boom during the early 20th century.
