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The Village of Fairview was inventoried for the Maryland Inventory of Historic Properties in 1977 by Paula Stoner Dickey (Reed) 
and it is described as a small rural village eight miles northwest of Hagerstown. It is a linear village that was settled starting in the 
late eighteenth or early nineteenth century by the Kreigh, Firey and Spickler families. These families continue to farm in the area, 
but other families have moved in to the village. Most of the buildings stand on the west side of MD 494 (Fairview Road). The 
MIHP form describes the village as having eight buildings, although the form does not identify specific buildings. Based on SHA's 
survey the following resources are included in the Village of Fairview Survey District: 

Kreigh's Establishment (Baker's Acres), 15241 Fairview Road, MIHP No. WA-I-309, Tax Map 8, Parcel 78 ~ a two story brick 
dwelling house with standing seam metal roof, six over six windows that is fully described in DOE for MIHP No. WA-I-309. 

Barr Family Dairy Bam, 15240 Fairview Road, MIHP No. WA-I-309, Tax Map 8, Parcel 9 — a red painted concrete block dairy 
bam also more fully described in the DOE for MIHP No. WA-I-309. 

15231 Fairview Road, Tax Map 8, Parcel 11 — a two-and-one-half story frame dwelling with a side gable standing seam metal roof 
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nd two interior chimneys that dates from circa 1900. A two story, one bay, shed roof addition is appended to the south fa9ade. 
"he three-quarter front porch covers the three bays of the first floor. It has a concrete slab floor, with narrow columns supporting 

a standing seam metal Boston hipped roof The windows are one-over-one, there are two interior chimneys, and the exterior walls 
have been clad with vinyl siding. There are several additions including a two story, one bay, shed-roof addition on the south side, 
and a gable roof, one-story addition on the west fa5ade. See photo WA-I-311_2010-06-15_02. 

15225 Fairview Road, Tax Map 8, Parcel 12 — two buildings appear to be associated with this parcel. The first is a two-and-one-
half story, wing-and-gable brick dwelling circa 1870. It has a side gable composite shingle roof, and the brick walls are laid in 
common bond. There is a two story shed roof addition that appears to be original to the main pile's construction (similar brick 
color and window design) attached to the west facade. On the northeast comer of the dwelling is a octagonal tower, although its 
walls in the first and second story only form a pentagon. There is a second two-story addition on the rear of the building that 
stands between the lateral wing and the two story shed roof addition. This second addition also has a shed roof and appears to 
have a frame construction. A third building (possibly a kitchen) is at the rear of the main pile, connected to the rear portion of the 
building by the extension of the south porch roof The front hipped roof porch covers the three bays in the first story and is made 
of decorative saw cut scroll work. A second porch has a shed roof and a picket railing on the south side of the dwelling. A two-
car, one story concrete block garage with a front gable roof stands to the south of the house. See photo WA-I-311_20IO-06-15_03 
and WA-I-311_2010-06-15_04. 

15219 Fairview Road, Tax Map 8, Parcel 51 — the parcel appears to have two buildings standing on it. The first is the building 
labeled as the Store/Post Office on the 1877 Lake, Grifflng & Stevenson Washington County Atlas. It is a one-and-one-half story 
front gable frame building with a stone foundation. Two paneled doors divided by the door frame are surrounded by two windows 
on either side and there is one window above. All of the windows in the first floor have had the shutters closed and barred, while 
the attic window has a board blocking it. There is one interior chimney in the southeast comer of the building. The building 
retains its original weatherboard German siding, and wood shutters. In 1977, the MIHP form noted the building as the store and 
there were gas pumps standing at the front of the building. These have been removed and the building is unused.

The second building on the parcel is a two-and-one-half story dwelling with three bays and its number is 15219. The full-front 
led roof porch has been enclosed with jalousie windows and vinyl siding, while the main pile of the dwelling remains clad in 

Bricktex. The roof is covered in metal sheets. There are two interior chimneys, but a third flue has been constructed with concrete 
block on the north end of the building. There windows are six over six. See photo WA-I-311 2010-06-1505 for both buildings. 

15215 Fairview Road, Tax Map 8, Parcel 50 - the one story ranch house dates from 1940 according to the Washington County 
Tax Database. It has a side gable roof of asphalt shingles, and an enclosed shed roof porch with sliding windows. The windows in 
the main pile are two over two. There is a shed roof addition on the west facade. An exterior concrete block chimney stands on the 
south fa?ade. See photo WA-I-311_2010-06-15_06 

15023 Fairview Road, Tax Map 8, Parcel 49 — the large stone dwelling dates from 1800 and a DOE has been provided under 
MIHPNo. WA-1-310. 

14603 Fairview Road, Tax Map 8, Parcel 7 ~ a two story brick wing-and-gable dwelling standing on the east side of Fairview 
Road. There is one shed roof addition on the east side of the dwelling. The front-gable wing is on the northwest side of the 
house. The shed roof over the entrance porch extends from the main pile's roof, and it is supported by posts and the porch has a 
concrete floor. According to the Washington County Tax Database, the house was constructed in 1951. See photo WA-I-
311 2010-06-15 07 
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arly maps of Washington County such as Varle's (1808) and Taggart (1859) do not show any kind of village or a line of buildings 
anding along the highway, but the 1877 Lake Griffing & Stevenson "Washington County Atlas" shows what appears to be nine 

properties, including a blacksmith shop, a wagon shop, along with a store and post office. Scharf s "History of Western 
Maryland," states that the Kreigh (sometimes Kreight) and the Firey (or Fiery) families established Fairview, that a postmaster had 
been appointed during the writing of the history, but only 59 people lived in the village, although it was the largest town in the 
Conococheague area. By 1953, there were several houses and farms standing on the east and west sides of MD 494. However, 
since that time, it appears that several have been demolished, particularly on the east side of the highway. The "Twelfth Annual 
Report of the Bureau of Statistics and Information of Maryland" (1903) states that Fairview is one of the "thriving" but 
unincorporated towns of the county. The farmlands of the 13th District were noted for growing com, wheat, and hay. The village 
is characterized by dwellings and commercial buildings that range in height from one story to 2-1/2 stories primarily on the west 
side of MD 494. 

Although several of the houses are inhabited and continue to be well maintained, alterations such as enclosing porches, cladding 
the building exteriors with nonhistone siding, unsympathetic additions, and removal of historic fabric have caused the buildings in 
the Village of Fairview to lose integrity of materials, design, workmanship, feeling and association. Although Fairview was settled 
in the late eighteenth or early nineteenth century, research conducted as part of this study did not identify events or persons of 
local, state or national significance, and the Village of Fairview is not eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic 
Places (NRHP) under Criteria A or B. The Fairview buildings represent buildings styles form the nineteenth and twentieth 
centuries. However, alterations that have caused the loss of integrity also cause the Village of Fairview to be not eligible for the 
NRHP under Criterion C (architecture). NRHP Criterion D (information potential) was not investigated as part of this study. 

The historic boundary of the Village of Fairview is the rectangle produced by MHT GIS (2010) that surrounds the historic standing 
structures.

The village of Fairview is located along Maryland route 494 Just south of its Junction with 
Welsh Run Road near the Mason-Dixon Line, about eight miles northwest of Hagerstown in Wash­
ington Coxmty. It consists of fewer than a dozen houses which appear to date from the late 
19th coitury and line the state road. Most of them are located along its west side. 

Nestled among the houses is a one story, three bay frame building. Appearing to date from 
the ttjorn of the c«itury it served as a store and gas station. A Flying-A gas puo^ of the 
type used during the late 1940's and early 1950's stands in front of the building. The store 
is sheathed with German siding and is situated with its gable end facing the road. Its win­
dows are covered with pairs of four panel shutters. 

Other structtnres in the village are of wood construction, apparently frame. Most of the 
houses have small bams and outbuildings at the back of their lots. 

Buildings in the village appear to be in good condition.
