The fenestration 
is 1/1 sliding sash at most openings. Cn the north end, the first floor east 
winr!ow has been ma1e into a rloor, but there 1re no access steps or pore~. 

~ood trim at the cornice and on the porch is very simple and plain. The cornice 
has returns on the gable ends. The second story porch has a railing of square 
balusters.
