Description:

This sided log house is a two story, four bay structure which by its overall form
appears to date from the last quarter of the 18th century. Exterior finishes, however, the
German siding, pointed architraves and arched-top window sash date from the late 19th
century. The main entrance is located in the second bay from the east end and is sheltered by
a small hip roofed entrance porch. Windows have two over two light sash. There is a one
story extension to the rear.

This house is significant as, probably, one of the remaining 18th century residences in
Funkstown. In the 1877 Atlas of Washington County, it belonged to H. Schieldtknecht. The

form of the house appears to be Germanic in origin.
