This two story, six bay brick house is located on the northwest comer of Baltimore
Street and West Side Avenue. It is constructed entirely in common bond with six over six
windows with wide wooden lintels. Entrances are located in the two central bays, forming
two three-bay town house units. An early 20th century porch extends across the entire front
elevation.

This building is shown on the 1877 Atlas map of Funkstown, without reference to its
use or ownership. It was probably, therefore, associated with the adjacent Funkstown
Manufacturing Company. The building’s architecture suggest an 1850s or 1860s construction

date with influence from the Greek Revival style evidenced mainly in the window and door

lintels. It probably functioned as housing for mill employees.
