Located on the west side of Maugansville Road, this two story side gabled frame house is distinguished
by its rusticated concrete block foundations. The building is three bays wide with a central entrance. The wall
covering is German siding which appears to be original. Windows have single pane sash. A three bay porch
extends across the front with square columns resting on rusticated block piers. Original lattice work encloses
the area beneath the porch deck. The block foundation, German siding, porch and single pane sash windows
help to date this house to about 1910. It retains a high level of architectural integrity and is a good
representative of Maugansville's major growth period in the early 20th century. A gable fronted garage is
located behind the house.
