This three story building has a very low pitched roof. 
It is an L-shaped frame structure, four bays wide, and like 
many structures on the west side of North Main Street, it is 
built into a slope with an exposed basement at the front or 
east elevation. On this building, the stone foundation at 
the front has been stuccoed, a practice frequently used in 
the middle third of the 19th century. Windows have six over 
six pane sash and the main story entrance is located in the 
second bay from the north end. Elaborate brackets trim the 
eaves. A one story commercial addition from the mid 20th 
century is attached to the west end. 

Local historians have stated that this building was 
used as a store carrying tin ware. In 1877 it was occupied 
by Jacob Eavey who in addition to being a shop keeper, was 
also a drummer in the Keedysville band. Jacob Eavey is said 
to have been the builder. The building later became a 
grocery store.
