Description 

This two bay stone American Foursquare building appears 
to have been modified to its present appearance in the early 
20th century. Structures built of local limestone are not 
typical of the 20th century, and the stonework in this one 
suggests mid 19th century construction. The first floor 
front consists of two entrances, side by side with a larger 
window, possibly for display purposes beside each door. The 
doors have rectangular transoms and share a common jamb. 
Other windows have six over six light sash. The roof is 
hipped with a hip roofed dormer at the front. A recent one 
and a half story, two bay addition is attached to the south 
side of the building. 

According to Margaret Burtner Moats' History of 
Keedysville, this is believed to have been built by Philip 
Pry who hired John Weaver to build a stone hall on this site 
in the 1860s. It was used as town hall, a local historian 
says, from about 1900 to 1928. Moats also says the building 
was used as a saddle shop and residence. The 1877 Atlas 
shows it belonging to J. Snively. Arita Van Rensselaer's 
history refers to this building as the first town hall and 
says that it was used as a hospital following the Battle of 
Antietam.
