215 East Main Street is a south-facing, horizontally massed, 

symmetrical, two-and-a-half-story, five-bay, frame, freestanding, 

residential structure on a stone foundation. The artificial 

shingle, side-gable roof has two interior endwall corbelled brick 

chimneys, and open eaves. A simple, aastlake, flat-roof porch 

e~~tends across the front facade. The principal entrance is located 

in the center bay and is wide, holding a glazed and paneled door 

that is flanked by sidelights and topped by a transom. The 

secondary entrance is located in the east bay. It is narrower and 

does not have sidelights, but it is topped by a transom. 

Fenestration is composed of single, rectangular, wooden sash, 

double-hung, one-over-one windows in molded frames with shutters. 

There is a two-story hexagonal bay in the west elevation and an 

addition attached at the northeast corner of the house. 

Based on the decorative detailing of the house, it (or at 

least its previous remodeling) appears to date from the late 19th 

Cf!ntury. The house is noted on the 1922 Sanborn as 507 East Main. 

There is no building indicated at this location, which was then 

owned by the Marrow Estate, on the 1877 map. 

The building is within the Western Maryland Geographic 

Organization, the Development Period of Industrial/Urban Dominance, 

ar•d falls within the Historic Period Theme of Architecture, 

Landscape Architecture and Community Planning.
