236 Potomac Street is a north-facing, horizontally massed, 

two-and-a-half-story, three-bay, frame, freestanding, Queen Anne 

residential structure. The building is set slightly back from the 

public-right-of-way. Among its Queen Anne features are its wrap-

around porch (which has been enclosed on the side), its front 

intersecting gable dormer with its bargeboard, ornamental lintels, 

and eastlake screen door. The side-gable roof is covered with 

artificial roll and has two chimneys. The center-bay door is 

obscured by an original screen door. Windows are double-hung, one-

over-one on the first floor. All of the second-floor windows have 

closed shutters, obscuring the window configuration. The attic 

window is pentoid in shape and is two-over-two sash. There is a 

large barn to the back of the property. 

No building is shown on this lot on the 1877 map of the town. 

The 1910-1940 Sanborn maps show the building as 52 Potomac Street. 

The building is within the Western Maryland Geographic 

Organization, the Development Period of Industrial/Urban Dominance, 

and falls within the Historic Period Theme of Architecture, 

Landscape Architecture, and Community Planning.
