207 Potomac Street is a south-facing, horizontally massed,
two-and-a-half-story, three-bay, brick, freestanding, residential
structure. The building is set directly at the public-right-of-
way, rests on a stone foundation, and has been covered with
manufactured siding. It has a side-gable, tin roof with two
endwall, brick chimneys. An aluminum awning supported on iron
railings protects the east-bay entrance which is obscured by a
storm door. The fenestration 1is double-hung, one-over-one
replacement sash on the front facade and two-over-two sash on the
side elevations. The property has large mature trees.

A building of similar configuration is indicated on the 1877
map of the town. It is noted as belonging to J.A. Murdock, who,
according to a list of the patrons of the atlas, owned 425 acres,
was an Irish-born Justice of the Peace and whose date of settlement
(in Boonsboro?) is listed as 1844. The 1910-1940 Sanborn maps show
the building as 32 Potomac Street.

The building is within the Western Maryland Geographic
Organization, the Development Period of Agricultural-Industrial
Transition, and falls within the Historic Period Theme of
Architecture, Landscape Architecture, and Community Planning.
