Description 

Built about 1910, this American Bond brick house has 
the traditional five bay, central entrance arrangement. 
Openings have segmentally arched tops and windows have two 
over two pane sash. Protecting the entrance is a three bay 
front porch, supported by ornamental ironwork, which 
probably replaces original wooden posts. The landscaped 
yard is enclosed by an ornamental iron fence, portions of 
which have been replaced. 

For many years this was the home of Arita Van 
Rensselaer who was a local historian, having grown up in 
Keedysville. This is a substantial house, reflecting 
Keedysville's prosperity in the late 19th century.
