Description 

This L-shaped frame house, dating from the 1890s is a 
two story, four bay structure sheathed with German siding. 
The front entrance is offset toward the north end of the 
house and a one story porch with turned posts and balusters 
extends across the entire front. Windows have two over two 
pane sash. A one story wash house/out kitchen is attached 
to the rear. The roofing material is corrugated sheet 
metal. 

This is one of a group of houses developed in the 1890s 
in what is known as Taylor's Addition to Keedysville, on the 
west side of Main Street north of the Lutheran Church. The 
builder's name was Kitzmiller for the Baker family.
