19-21 North Main Street is an east-facing, syT1111etrical, two-and-a-half­

story, six-bay, freestanding, frame, two-family residential structure 

resting on a stucco-finished stone foundation. The structure has been 

covered with manufactured siding. The side gable roof has one endwall and 

one interior chimney and is covered with artificial roll . The structure 

has two principal entrances, in the second and fifth bays. The entrances 

are raised and reached by steps leading up to stoops that have modern iron 

railings. The doors are glazed with 12 panes each and are protected by 

fiberglass canopies. Windows on both the first and second floor appear to 

have been replaced and are currently six-over-six sash. There is a small 

one-story shed addition to the rear of the double house. 

The building is set on original lot 41, a vacant lot that was owned by 

Henry Smith for Peter Fl cry, according to the 1814 pl at of the town. A 

building (possibly this one), owned by Mrs. Lyday, appears on the 1875 map 

of the town. The building is noted on the 1916 and 1923 Sanborns as 121 

Main. According to the Smithsburg Historical Society, this building had a 

porch that ran the length of the building. It is be l i eved that the 

southern half was built first and the northern end added later. 

The building is within the Western Maryland Geographic Organization, 

the Development Period of Agricultural-Industrial Transition, and falls 

within the Historic Period Theme of Architecture, Landscape Architecture 

and CoTllllunity Planning.
