Situated on the north side of East Potomac Street and 

facing south is a large, five bay central entrance, two story 

yellow brick, Nee-Colonial house. It has a stepped hip roof 

with wall dormers, one over one double hung sash and an elipti-

cal arched light above a central window on the second floor. 

The first floor is surrounded by a large wrap around front porch. 

The stairs ascend to a central location under a projecting pedi­

mented, double columned entranceway. This house was built ca. 1900.
