The single-family dwelling at 308 E. Vine Street is located outside the boundaries of the
National Register-eligible historic districts in Salisbury, MD and is not considered eligible
for individual listing on the National Register of Historic Places.

The dwelling is a two-story, three-bay frame dwelling with a central projecting gable and
paired, interior chimneys. The house is set upon a low foundation, is covered with a gable
roof with a cross gable over the project front gable. The walls are clad with asbestos
shingles and the roof with asphalt shingles. A shed roof porch extends across the front
elevation sheltering the central entry. The entry door and sidelights and 1/1 windows all
appear original. The house fronts the street with a small yard in front, and appears from
the photograph, to be one of several similar frame dwellings lining the street.

.obably built in the last quarter of the 20th century, the house represents a common
building form from the period. If it were in an historic district, it would be considered
a contributing resource; however, it lacks the architectural distinctiveness necessary to
qualify it under Criterion C on an individual basis. The property is not known to have
associations with persons or events significant to our past, though no research has been
specifically conducted to address Criteria A or B.
