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On the north corner of Federal and Washington Streets is
a two-story frame house. It is noteworthy because of its

beaded clapboard and shaped end boards. It is three bays long

and two bays deep with a two-bay, one-story wing. What windows

have not been changed to one pane sash, have nine over six and
six over six sash, There are no shutters on the house at the
present time., On the Washington Street facade is a leanto
screened porch across the entire facade. The two-story gable
contains a large chimney within the house and the opposite

gable has a pyramidal chimney exposed to the weather.
